Your club could be listed on Wikipedia for the world to see. Log onto Wikipedia at http://www.wikipedia.
org> If you are not a member you will need to complete a simple registration process, described on their 
site. After completion search for your community and go to that page. 
 
You will then have an opportunity to edit the article. If there is a section on Sports or something similar, 
you can make your edit at that point. If not you will need to “Edit The Page” and insert a Sports section in 
an appropriate place. 
 
When you type your line you can insert a link to your club website, if you have one or a link to a District 
website. You may also want to add a link to the OLBA web page. The following are some examples:

Club is an active member of District 7 of the Ontario Lawn Bowling Association. 
 
To add web sites you would enter the following (inserting your own URL’s):

You then must enter a line explaining your edit. So that it will not be rejected as an advertisement or spam, 
state something like the following: “Added info regarding local non-profit lawn bowling club” 
 
Preview your entry before Saving and make any necessary changes. Then select SAVE. 
 
Your club will now be part of Wikipedia. You may be able to go back and add an address or contact. I did-
n’t attempt this because our information was available from our LINK to our webpage.

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� Regarding the use of a set of mismatched bowls, the championship rules 
will now read: “Any player guilty of using a mismatched set of bowls in a 
district or provincial playdown will receive a life-time expulsion for entering 
district and provincial play.” 
In an event, the team of a bowler guilty of the above, will be disqualified 
from the current event only; only the guilty bowler will receive the life-time 
sanction. 
� Championship rules will also include: Umpires, when checking bowls at 
district and provincial playdowns, will record the make, serial number, and 
colour of bowls being used.  Umpires will do a second check later in the 

event to check for compliance with the no mismatched rule,. 
          � Concerning the matter of leaving the venue during a district or provincial 

playdown, the championship rules will now read: Any player wishing to leave 
the venue, must inform one of  the drawmaster, the convenor or the umpire. 
Failure to comply will result in a one-year suspension (for district and pro-
vincial play) from the date of the infraction. 

          � A Special Appeals Committee has been put in place so that any infractions 
can be reported immediately and dealt with as soon as conveniently possibly. 
The Special Appeals Committee will consist of: The Championship Chairper-
son, the Chief Umpire, and a member of the Championship Committee. 

          � The following will be printed in upcoming Championship Rules: All par-
ticipants in a District playdown must show up at the time and place of the 
playdown regardless of the number of entries. 

          � Bowlers will be reminded about ground sheets, when in use: Rule 19.1.5 
had been interpreted by Bowls Canada chief umpire to be: Ground sheets 
cannot be moved once placed (by the greenskeeper or appointee). 
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
