| your editor’s opinion an out-
side green is one whose left
or right boundary line is the
ditch line. If the boundary
lines of the green on which
you are bowling are 3, 6,+
feet from the side ditch
boards, then the green is not
an “outside” green. It is the
outermost of the assigned
greens.
