SUBJECT: RECAP OF MLS BOWLS INDOOR SEASON DISCUSSION

An excellent meeting to discuss the possibilities for the indoor bowling season at Sportsplex was held Friday evening Sept. 10, 2010.

The discussion was based on the fact that we could have access to the MLS facility from 9am to 5pm Monday to Friday and on Saturday evenings from 6pm. The conversation centred on program diversity and costs. 

We considered leagues, jitneys, fun days, tournaments, potential membership, pay as you go vs all inclusive membership and comparison with the competition. From a social aspect, most of those polled indicated that they’d like to play with and against players from other clubs.

One must remember MLS is a private facility and we were reminded by owner George Zografis of the high cost of operating such a large facility. The facility cannot be opened for only a dozen players. We will need 100 members to make this work. We know lawn bowls cannot carry its own weight so we developed a strategy that can satisfy most potential members. Begin by offering the most popular games on selected days and reserve time for special situations. So it was concluded that facility will be open during the day on popular lawn bowling days during the hours scheduled below thus reducing the cost of light and heat. The schedule can be adjusted after the season has started. We reserve either Wed. or Friday for Balmy Beach as Joe indicated that they have a large winter contingent and may want to use the entire facility.

PROPOSED SCHEDULE:

Monday: 10am to1pm – Open Jitney

Tuesday: 10am to 1pm – Jitney League

Thursday: 1pm to 4pm – Open Jitney

Saturday: 6pm onward – Fun Night (fee extra)

ADDITIONAL BOWLING OPPORTUNITIES: 

Daily rental to be determined later

Wednesday: Individual Corporate or club day

Friday: Individual corporate or club day

SEASONAL FEE: 

$140 + HST for the season – October 15 to May 15 (25 weeks – 3X /week). This works out to 75 available play days.

The pay as you go alternative of %5/day does not compare favourably at all.

The fee for those that have already paid ($40) will be adjusted accordingly.
