We presented a proposal to both the LLBC and the LCC. 
Both responded positively and we set forth to make our 
idea a reality. The concept was to recruit curlers for a 
learn-to-bowl clinic followed by a 6-week flight of Wednes-
day night games. We would charge $45 plus a $5 prize 
fund. Our target was a minimum of 16 curlers. 

Flyers were developed and Malcolm and I distributed them 
after every curling game, talking up the concept and en-
couraging people to join. The response was immediate and 
as some of the more gregarious curlers signed up, even 
more wanted to be part of the fun. By the start of May, we 
had fourty-four new bowlers ready for the Rock ‘n’ Bowl 
league! 

Phillip and Mary Louise organized a posse of coaches for 
our learn-to-bowl clinic. (Many thanks to all of you who 
came out!) All curlers were fitted for bowls and Phillip gave 
an overview of the differences between lawn bowling and 
curling. Then we headed onto the greens. After a short 
practice, we played a mini game. There were lots and lots 
of questions with everyone getting very involved in his or 
her new sport.  

The fun and competition of the curling rink transfers easily 
to the greens, with elaborate strategies, challenging calls 
for take-outs – and lots of verbal feedback for good shots. 
While “hurry hard” and “sweep” were useless calls, one 
comic did call “rake” to hopefully make a shot travel further! 
Every game had good-hearted rivalry as each team played 
to win. Of course, curlers don’t just shake hands and go 
home when a game is finished, so off we went to Original’s 
on Bayview for post-game beverages and rules/strategy 
discussions. 

In the end, Jim Hartley (now a new LLBC member) and 
Carolyn Knight tied for first and won $30 each. Prize 
money was paid for the first fifteen positions. All present 
declared that they enjoyed their lawn bowling experience. 
Five people have joined the LLBC – and the rest are al-
ready talking about playing in the 2010 Rock ‘n’ Bowl 
league!
