ATTENTION SECOND YEAR BOWLERS  -  USE OF CLUB BOWLS
We are pleased that you have joined the club again this year. You will recall that last year, you were advised of the club policy which allows new bowlers to use club bowls for the first year, after which you are expected to acquire your own set. Many of you have already done so. Others have not yet taken this step. I know it is sometimes difficult to find a good set of used bowls for sale that are the right size and weight. You are encouraged to check the bulletin board in the club house where bowls for sale are listed at quite reasonable prices. Ask to try the bowls out before buying them. An alternative is to purchase a new set of bowls from one of several suppliers. The Club Executive is considering establishing a rental charge, effective July 31, 2009 for any second year or 

more experienced members who have not by then obtained their own bowls, and who continue to use club bowls.
